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After breakfast, begin your full-day sightseeing in Munnar.
Visit Eravikulam National Park, home to the endangered
Nilgiri Tahr, and enjoy panoramic views of rolling tea
plantations. Continue to the Tea Museum, where you can
learn about tea processing and sample fresh brews. Later,
head to Mattupetty Dam and enjoy boating amidst the
serene surroundings. Visit Echo Point, famous for its natural
echo phenomenon, and Kundala Lake, known for its calm
waters and picturesque setting. By evening, return to your
hotel for a relaxed overnight stay in Munnar.

Day 3: Munnar to Thekkady (90 km / 3 hrs)
After breakfast, check out and drive to Thekkady, a land of
dense forests and spice plantations. On arrival, check into
your hotel. In the afternoon, enjoy boating in Periyar Lake,
where if lucky, you can spot elephants, deer, and birds along
the lakeside. Later, visit a spice plantation tour to learn
about cardamom, pepper, and cinnamon farming. In the
evening, you can attend a traditional Kathakali dance show
or Kalaripayattu martial art performance. Overnight stay in
Thekkady.

On arrival at Kochi Airport or Railway Station, you will be
greeted and driven through scenic hill roads towards
Munnar. The route offers breathtaking views of lush tea
plantations, misty mountains, and cascading waterfalls. En
route, stop at Cheeyappara Waterfalls and Valara Waterfalls
for quick photo breaks. On reaching Munnar, check into your
hotel and relax. In the evening, you may stroll through the
town’s charming markets or enjoy the cool hillside climate.

As you sail through narrow
canals and lakes, watch village life unfold – fishermen at
work, children playing, and women weaving coconut
leaves. Relish authentic Kerala meals prepared on
board. By evening, the houseboat anchors in a quiet
location, giving you a chance to enjoy the sunset over
the waters. Overnight stay on the houseboat.

After breakfast, disembark from the houseboat
and proceed to Kovalam, Kerala’s most popular
beach destination. On arrival, check into your
hotel and relax by the crescent-shaped beaches
– Lighthouse Beach, Hawa Beach, and Samudra
Beach. Climb up the lighthouse for sweeping
views of the Arabian Sea. Evening is free to enjoy
beachside cafes and sunset views. Overnight
stay in Kovalam.
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Temple, Napier Museum, and Sri Chitra Art
Gallery. Later, relax at Shangumugham Beach or
return to Kovalam for more beach time. Evening
free for leisure.
