Day 2: Bhubaneswar to Puri via Dhauli & Konark

After breakfast, check out and drive towards Puri. On
the way, stop at Dhauli Shanti Stupa, where Emperor
Ashoka embraced Buddhism after the Kalinga War.
Continue to Pipli village, famous for colorful applique
handicrafts, and then proceed to the world-renowned
Konark Sun Temple, a UNESCO World Heritage Site
shaped like a colossal chariot of the Sun God with
intricately carved wheels and horses. After exploring
Konark, drive to Puri and check in at your hotel. In the
evening, visit the sacred Shree Jagannath Temple, one
of India’s Char Dham pilgrimage sites. Later, enjoy a walk
along Golden Beach, watching the sunset over the Bay
of Bengal. Overnight stay at Puri.

On arrival at Bhubaneswar Airport or Railway Station, you
will be greeted by our representative and transferred to
your hotel. After check-in and freshening up, begin
sightseeing with the magnificent Lingaraj Temple,
dedicated to Lord Shiva and considered a masterpiece of
Kalinga architecture. Continue to the serene Mukteshwar
Temple and the artistic Rajarani Temple, famous for its
carvings of celestial figures. Later, visit the ancient
Khandagiri and Udaygiri Caves, rock-cut structures dating
back to the 2nd century BCE, once used by Jain monks. In
the evening, you can explore Ekamra Haat, a local craft
village for souvenirs. Overnight stay will be at
Bhubaneswar.

After breakfast, proceed for an excursion to Satpada on Chilika Lake, Asia’s largest brackish
water lagoon. Here, enjoy a motorboat ride that may give you a glimpse of the rare
Irrawaddy Dolphins.
